Drury Fund 
In February, the 2nd annual Drury Fund Community 
Impact Grants awarded $19,160 for six innovative 
projects in public education, youth well-being and 
sports. In April, the Fund donated almost $15,000 in 
medical equipment to 
Schneider Regional 
Medical Center’s 
neonatal ward and 
electrocardiogram lab.  
The Drury Fund has 
provided $45,000+ in 
grants to the hospital 
since ‘03.  
 
 
VI 100 Fund  
The purpose of the VI 100 Fund is to provide the VI 
Police Department with recognition, educational 
opportunities and aid to dependents of fallen offi-
cers. In February 2007 a donation of $3,000 was 
made to the family of Officer Ariel Frett, who tragi-
cally lost his life in the line of duty while protecting 
the lives and property of others.  
 
Charity Girls Fund  
Charity Girls put the FUN in Fund!  This donor-
advised fund was recently established by a group of 
women who meet monthly for dinner.  During the 
event, each guest makes a donation to CFVI for the 
benefit of women’s and children's initiatives in the 
USVI.

Rapid Response Fund 
This fund, designed to provide one-time emergency 
relief of up to $500 to VI residents who have been 
adversely affected by unfortunate and unexpected 
circumstances, disbursed almost $32,000 in 89 
emergency grants this year. Individual committees 
are in place for each island, and applicants are re-
ferred to CFVI by other non-profits throughout the 
Territory.  

 Recent Highlights 

2007 Youth Scholars Summer Program  
This year, CFVI provided scholarships for summer 
enrichment programs to 43 USVI high-school stu-
dents.  Grants of up to $5,000 each were funded 
through an appropriation of $150,000 from the 
Senate.  The grants covered a wide variety of pro-
grams, including Junior Statesmen Programs in 
Princeton and Yale; a prestigious medical internship 
at Harvard’s summer school, Broadway Dance 
programs in New York City, a cultural exchange in 
China, a Shakespeare immersion program in Italy, 
and a variety of other programs at colleges such as 
Barnard, R.I. School of Design,  and Penn State 
University.  The overwhelming response to this 
first-time offering garnered funding requests for 
over 70 different programs.  Priority was given to 
applications that demonstrated a student’s accom-
plishments both in school and in the community, as 
well as the quality and length of the program and 
demonstrated financial need. 
 
Windward Capital Summer Scholars 
For the 5th year, this fund has generously supple-
mented CFVI’s summer scholarship programs. 
This summer, Windward Capital is sponsoring 
two talented Work-Able students who will be at-
tending the Lead America Youth conference in 
Washington, D.C.

The Family Connection (TFC) 
    To improve the territory’s child-care infrastructure, The TFC 
Center opened its doors on St. Thomas in October ‘06.  
Plans are being made to open a Center on St. Croix in the next year.  
    The TFC Center provides training and resources for child-care 
providers and parents, and promotes education standards for VI early 
child-care professionals.  
    High-quality early childhood education is a proven means to ele-
vate children’s ability for lifelong learning, and elevate employability of 
a community’s work force.  
Here’s what’s new at The Family Connection: 
•     TFC is leading an initiative to develop a local affiliate of 
the National Association for the Education of Young Chil-
dren (NAEYC) in the territory. Currently, the local group has                
35 members including officers. Beth Marshall, director of The Family 
Connection, attended the 6/10-13 national NAEYC conference in 
Pittsburgh.  
•     A goal: national accreditation for USVI early childcare 
centers by working through the NAEYC Accreditation Project.          
So far, 8 centers on St. Croix and 4 centers in St. Thomas have ap-
plied for TFC mentoring and support to work through the accredita-
tion requirements process. 
• TFC Center has sponsored the territory’s 9th annual 
“Best Beginnings” Early Childhood Conference, held on St.  
Thomas (5/21-22) and St. Croix (5/24-25).  
• TFC announces a year-long series of workshops for VI early 
childcare centers and providers, starting in summer 2007. For 
the schedule of workshops call 777-0990. 
• A lending library (books, videos, children’s activity/
development materials) for loan to childcare centers, with guidance 
and in-classroom demonstrations available by TFC staff.

New KIDS COUNT data shows our children’s areas of strength, and areas where they are at risk. Let’s look at areas 
needing improvement, and focus our work. Every adult in the Territory has a stake in how VI children are growing up.  
 
June ‘06, Title:  A Key to a Child’s Well-Being is the Close and Interested Involvement of their Father 
Children with closely involved fathers have higher levels of self-esteem, self-discipline, empathy for others, school success 
and economic self-sufficiency. Currently, 61% of VI children grow up in households where their father is absent. 

June ‘07, Title:  The Extent and Impacts of Health Insurance Coverage for VI Children                                   
The need to cover the uninsured increases each year as federal  support dwindles and health care costs rise. Almost 
7,000 VI children age 0-18 are uninsured; so are over half of VI 18-24 year olds (many with minor children to care for).
